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When talking about the beginning of the contemporary printmaking industry in
Thailand, it must be traced back to when Professor Emeritus Chalood Nimsamer, who
is the pioneer of printmaking in Thailand, established the Graphic Arts Department
at the Silpakorn University. He later submitted his works to international art
competitions and won awards. His success brought the printmaking industry in
Thailand to light and ignited creativity among the next generation of artists. Not
only did this movement help make Thai printmaking more renowned globally, but it
also encouraged the development of new techniques and artistic processes. These
artists sought creative goals, ultimately leading the printmaking industry in Thailand
to achieve international recognition and success.

The Neo Woodcut group are part of this triumphant. They are like the products of the
golden age of the woodcut printmaking industry in Thailand. Along with the awards
granted from various international competitions, which demonstrate their technical
skills, their printmaking draws inspiration from a diverse range of influences through
symbols that represent attitudes, recount beliefs and emotions, and reflect societal
images. All the works in this exhibition indicate the progress and development
of Thailand's printmaking industry, which is poised to grow positively and move
forward impressively.
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Chayasit Orisoon, an artist of Tai Dam or Song ethnicity from
Phetchaburi province, tells the story of the traditions of the
Tai Dam people through his powerful and colorful woodcut
prints that reflect the love, attachment, and pride in his

ethnic group.
